State Association Administrative Support  

· USYS Director of Sport Development works directly with Technical Directors in each State to develop uniform and collaborative grassroots programming. 

· USYS created a new position, Director of HR, Compliance, & Participant Safety and one specific function will be to provide HR and Risk Management support to each State Association.
· With a re-populated Marketing & Communications department post-COVID, a focused priority is providing direct marketing and communications support to each State Association. The new website and steaming channel as well as design support to States like North Dakota to update their logo designs are examples of the focus from this department.
· One of the responsibilities of the new CFO, is to build upon the degree of accounting services provided each State Association to allow them to focus more to on-field programming support over in-office administrative duties.

· The role of our Member Services Senior Manager is to provide whatever technical support a State association might need. The development of a new registration and risk management process by USYS in support of North Dakota allow the State to re-launch without any paid staff.
· USYS provides additional administrative support across a variety of demands, such as what was offered throughout the entire process of Ohio North and Ohio South merger.
· USYS is always willing to provide financial aid and loans to States in direct need. The loans provided to Minnesota is one example.
